The Great Gatsby – Term Paper
This year, our term paper is a group effort.  Yay! or Yay?  Yes, you will have less to do but as with all things 11 Honors, what you will do will be much more challenging and of much more value.  
Working in a group of five people of your choosing, you will write a response to the following prompt:

The Great Gatsby is clearly a reflection on the American Dream, more specifically, the mutation and distortion of that dream during the 1920s.  What is not so clear is where Nick’s final meditation leaves the Dream.  Is his reflection ultimately hopeful or hopeless?
· This examination requires your group to:

· Write a five-paragraph essay following all protocols for MLA and the rules of composition (hook, bridge, thesis/TS, TLQ, SMM, Conc/Absolute Taco).

· Use  as your support ONE other novel we have studied in this course

· Use THREE different works from any one of the historical units (for example, Transcendentalism, Colonialism, or Realism).  This means three different documents or stories and actual evidence/quotes from this one period.  

· A minimum of 8 parenthetical citations, with a heavy concentration on The Great Gatsby
· A Works Cited with a minimum of FIVE sources (The Great Gatsby, your chosen novel, and three sources from the literary periods.)

· An attachment that lists who wrote which paragraph (intro, bp1, bp2, bp3, conclusion)
Note: This assignment requires your group to work together to craft an informed, cohesive, and evolved argument free of contradictions and redundancies.

Each group will submit 1 response on MONDAY, JUNE 11.
